National Park. The forest area is spread over ten forestry circles.The SF circle Ahmedabad also hasterritorial 

forest areas.Two territorial cirlces viz Kachchh and Gandhinagar also control social forestry area. The 

autonomous institution GEER Foundation also manages one wildlife sanctuary that has reserved forest as 

well as protected forest. The foundation also has protected forest in a nature park. (Statement-1)

15. JOINT  FOREST MANAGEMENT   

Govt. of Gujarat has initiated Joint Forest Management (JFM) programme in the State in the year 

1991 for the rehabilitation of degraded forests. This new concept was initially introduced in 

Bharuch, Surat, Vadodara and Panchmahal districts and thereafter it has been extended to 

Sabarkantha, Valsad, Banaskantha and Gandhinagar districts. As per Govt. of Gujarat F& E Deptt. 

GR JFM/201005-191-G Dt.17-12-2005 , the  JFM activities are extended even on good forest area 

i.e  above 0.4 density area with a  specific condition of net profitdistribution   between Government  

and JFM at 80:20 ratio in place of 50 : 50 as was  specified for areas below 0.4 density. 

The JFM approach, has resulted in improvement in tree cover  in many forest areas. This has been 

further confirmed through the studies carried out by the GEER Foundation on the basis of satellite 

imaginaries and ground truthing in 2010 villages in Sabarkantha Forest Division and two villages in 

Vyara Forest Division. 

To support the JFM villages, the much needed development works are carried out by availing funds 

from other sources. These activities are popularly known as Entry Point Programme / Activities. 

There has been significant progress in the field of JFM in recent times with total No. of  3259 JFMC 

have been formed, out of which 1962 have been registered. The progress of Joint Forest 

Management in Gujarat State is shown in statement 9. 
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CHAPTER - IV

outlay, the total expenditure for the year was Rs. 51836.60 lakh, which works out to98.66 %  of the total 

plan outlay of the Forest Department which is 1.45%of the total State outlay. The expenditure under Tribal 

Area Sub-Plan was Rs. 17856.33 lakh

monitoring and evaluation of this plantation programme has been regularly taken up by the Monitoring & 

Evaluation cell of the State Forest Department on an annual basis. The results of the study are given below. 

MONITORING SURVEY  : 

 Out of total100127 ha.of plantation raised under GFDP, 7349 ha. of plantations were sampled out for 

monitoring which shows that 7.70% of area was monitored and covered under the study. Samples were 

selected from the list of modelwise, sitewise and yearwise plantations.

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CHAPTER - VI  

SOCIAL FORESTRY(2012-13) 

 Gujarat is a forest poor state. Approximately 10% geographical area of the state is legally 

designated as forests. The forests are irregularly distributed and confined mainly to the eastern 

and southern district of the state. The situation is aggravated by absence of tree cover from about 

half of the area. On the other hand, the climate and rainfall of state are quite varied. Agro-

climatically the state is divided in to 8 agro-climate Zones. The rains are undependable and 

drought arte quite common (about 35% of the area is chronically affected). Fodder becomes scare 

during years and the state has to transport large quantites of fodder from far-off places to save the 

cattle from starvation. Promotion of tree planting on non-forerst lands has been considered to be 

the only answer to improve the situation in the state. The Gujarat Forest Department, therefore, 

put forth a Social Forestry Programme for planting trees on all types of vacant lands. Under this 

programme, tree planting is carried out on the following categories of lands : 

 

(A) GOVERNMENT LAND :  

1. Strip lands (along roadside, railway side and canal banks)  

2. Government wastelands.   

3. Degraded forest lands.  

4. vacant lands belonging to other Govt. Depts.  

 

(B) SEMI- GOVERNMENT LAND :  

1. Gaucher lands (Village Panchayat grazing lands)  

2. Corporation land and belonging to other Semi-Govt. Institute  

 

(C) PRIVATATE LAND :  

1. Private lands of individuals  

2. Degraded farm lands.  

 During the year 2012-13  the following achievements have been made under the 

programme of Social Forestry. 

1.  STRIP  PLANTATIO N (S) 

 Strip plantation are created on the vacant land of NHW, SHW, MDR, ODR, V.R.  and 

canal Bank and Railway side. No. of 1600 plants per ha. are to be planted. During the year 354 

ha.of land covered under this model.  
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2. GRAM VAN (IRRIGATED)  

 Gram Van (Irrigated) are created on village Gaucher land, 1666 seedling per hectare are to 

be planted on block. During the year 380  ha. of land was covered under  this model.  

3. GRAM VAN (RAIN FED)  

 Gram Van (Rain fed)  plantation are created on village Gaucher land. No. of 1600 plants 

per hectare are to be planted. During the year 1651 ha.of land was covered under  this model.  

4. ENVIRONMENTAL PLANTATION (E)  

 Air and Noise pollution near the human habitation created environmental problems. It is 

therefore necessary, that all the vacant lands in and around cities belonging to Corporations, 

Municipalities, Government’s Panchayat’s, School’s, college’s and other Institutions and also 

near tourist and religious places are brought under tree cover as far as possible. About 1111 

seedlings per ha.are to be planted under this model at a definite spacing (5m x 5m). During the 

year 366 ha.of area  was covered under  this model. 

5. FARM FORESTRY (FF)  

 Land holdings of small and marginal farmers and those of farmers belonging to scheduled 

tribes and scheduled castes, which are economically unsuitable for raising agriculture crops are 

covered under this model to supplement their income by starting  an activity which can give them 

quick returns. Under this model, suitable trees including those of fruit are planted in the lands 

owened by these categories of farmers. Planting is along the field boundary, or lines so as to 

creats assets for the farmers. During the year under review 7806  ha. area was covered under  this 

model. 

6. DRIP IRRIGATION (D)  

 Drip Irrigation plantation are created in village Gaucher  land and Barren Hillocks land. 

No. of 1350  plants per hectare are to be planted. During the year 323 ha.of land was covered 

under  this model.  

7. RIVER BANK PLANTATION  

 River Bank Plantation are created in river bank area. No. of 2500 plants per hecture are to 

be planted. During the year 24 ha.of land  was covered under this model.  

8. VAN – MAHOTSAV  

 Under this programme, during the year 2011-12 about  957.19  lakh  seedlings have been 

distributed to industries, educational institutions, Government/Semi-Government agencies, 

farmers, religious institutions and individuals through farm forestry. 

9. SCHOOL-KISAN NURSERY (D.C.P.)  

 Seedling of various species are raise by the beneficiaries under  this scheme. Technical 

guidance and training is provid to the beneficiaries by staff of Forest department. During the 

year about 44.84 lakh seedlings were raised and distributed under this scheme.

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Important Events : 
Potential Area Mapping for Mangrove Restoration  

A Research by GEER Foundation. 
 

INTRODUCTION  
 

The mangrove areas of South Gujarat have been surveyed for their floristic diversity and 

natural regeneration of mangroves during the year 2009 by GEER Foundation which was sponsored 

by IUCN under MFF Programme. the study has revealed a remarkable floristic diversity and growth 

of mangroves in this area largely due to the presence of a number of small estuaries. Further, the 

Ministry of Environment and Forest, GOI, has sponsored a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for 

Mangrove afforestation which has been recently extended to the coastal areas of South Gujarat. It 

has been felt necessary, therefore, to identify mudflats where investment may be encouraged for 

mangrove habitat development. Further, significant carbon sequestration has been reported from 

mangroves habitats of Gujarat ( unpublished) which encourages mangrove conservation not only 

from ecological point of view but also as an important carbon sink. Keeping a holistic view of 

these, the Department of Forests and Environment, Government of Gujarat, sanctioned a special 

project, under the climate change programme, to identify the coastal mudflats of South Gujarat 

where mangrove habitats may be developed. This has led to the present work. 

 

METHODOLOGY   

 

The coastal, estuarine and island areas of seven districts representing South Gujarat i.e. 

Valsad, Navsari, Surat, Bharuch, Anand, Ahmedabad and Bhavnagar, were surveyed for their 

potential to support mangrove habitats. For this, IRS LISS III images of 2009 were used for 

discerning the coastal mudflats of more than 100 ha for their ground verification. However, the 

mudflats of less than 100 ha were clubbed together, wherever possible, for ground verification. 

Small patches of less than 100 ha. which could not be clubbed together were not taken under this 

exercise. A total of 90 probable potential areas were delineated using IRS LISS III images of 2009. 

Each of these was physically visited by the team for ground verification of their potential to support 

mangrove habitats. After ground verification, it was found that out of these 90 probable potential 

areas, 70 areas had the potential to support mangrove habitats while the 20 did not have the 

potential. These potential areas were sheltered mudflats while the remaining 20 were either sandy 

beaches or non sheltered areas and therefore, they were rejected.

Among seven coastal districts, maximum number of potential areas has been reported from 

Bharuch (16) followed by Surat and Bhavnagar with 11 each. Valsad, Navsari, Anand and 

Ahmedabad were found to have 6,9,8 and 9 potential areas respectively. The district wise details 

about available potential area falling under different zones are summarized as follows.

It is seen that among the seven districts, maximum potential area has been reported from 

Ahmedabad ( 20926.80 ha.) followed by Anand ( 17850.99 ha.) Bharuch (13938.40 ha.) Navsari ( 

8305.49 ha), Surat ( 6570.44 ha.) and Valsad (1644.19 ha). Considering zone A, maximum area was 

found in Bharuch followed by Bhavnagar, Anand, Surat, Ahmedabad and Navsari. In the case of 

zone B. maximum area was found in Anand followed by Ahmedabad, Bharuch, Navsari, Surat and 

Valsad. Considering zone C, maximum area was reported from Ahmedabad followed by Anand, 

Navsari, Bharuch, Surat, Bhavnagar and Valsad. It is recommended that a potential area, rather than 

z zone, should be treated as a working unit. In other words, instead of raising plantations in a single 

zone of a district ( A/B/C), a complete potential area should be taken for treatment. 

 

LOCATIONAL DETAILS OF POTENTIAL AREAS  

 

It may be seen that except in Anand district, the number of initially discerned and finally 

selected potential areas have been changed in all the districts. The potential areas were found only 

in the coastal talukas of various districts.

The coastal areas of seven districts are drained by 16 major and minor rivers except 

Bhavnagar. These rivers form important estuaries which can support mangrove habitats.

A total of 12 mangrove species ( Avicennia marina, Avicennia alba, A. Officinalis, Acanthus 

ilicifolius, Aegiceras cornisulatum, Ceriops tagal, Bruguiera cylindrica, Bruguiera gymnorrhiza, 

Excoecaria agallocha, Lumnizera racemosa, Sonneratia apetala, Rhizophora mucronata, 

Xylocarpus sp.) have been reported from potential areas of South Gujarat. Out of these 12 

mangrove species, natural population of one mangrove species i.e. Xylocarpus sp. has not been 

reported. However, rest of the 11 mangrove species are reported from natural mangrove habitats of 

Gujarat  ( Pandey & Pandey 2009, Pandey & Pandey 2010). It may be mentioned here that 14 

mangrove species have been recently reported from the natural mangrove habitats of South Gujarat 

( Pandey& pandey 2010). Out of these 14 species, two species i.e. Kandelia candel and ceriops 

decandra were not found at any of the potential areas. Further, the maximum number of mangrove 

species has been reported from the potential areas of Valsad. In the case of Bharuch, Anand, 

Ahmedabad and Bhavnagar, only A, marina was reported. As one moves from south to north ( 

Valsad to Anand), the number of mangrove associates decreases. 

 

Potential area development plan. 

 

The potential areas have been classified in three zones- A,B and/ or C based on the local soil 

and inundation conditions. Those areas where mangroves and their associates can be planted 

without any site treatment have been categorized as zone A. However, such areas where some 

interventions are needed to increase tidal inundation so that they can support mangrove habitats, 

have been categorized as zone B. Such areas where tidal inundation is almost negligible have been 

treated as zone C. Mangrove and mangrove associates have been proposed for zone A and B. 

However, in the case of zone C, only mangrove associates have been proposed. In the case of 

mangrove species, the species have been proposed based upon the findings of Pandey & Pandey 

2009 and Pandey & Pandey 2010. The mangrove associates which occur in the area have been 

suggested for plantations. 

 

Different plantation models have been suggested for zone A, B and C, for development of 

mangrove habitat, zone A and B have been further divided into four ( A1,A2,A3 and A4) and three 

(B1,B2 and B3) sub zones respectively based on the distance from the nearest water point, 

Similarly, for mangrove associates, (zone C), soil type has been taken as the criteria to classify it 

into five sub zones (C,S, C>s> S>c, C). This is because, mangrove associates have been categorized 

into five corresponding soil categories based upon their site preference. 

 

For the development of these potential areas into mangrove habitats, 12 mangrove species 

and 26 mangrove associates have been suggested to be raised in various zones. For the zones A and 

B, 12 mangrove species and 1 mangrove associate grass is suggested based on the local soil and 

inundation condition. In the case of zone, C, a total of 25 mangrove associates have been suggested. 

It may be mentioned here that for the development of any potential area into a mangrove habitat, 

mangrove and mangrove associates both have been suggested. Hence, instead of planting only 
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mangrove species, mangrove associates should also be raised for development of mangrove habitat. 

This will facilitate other biodiversity in the area which in turn will increase the overall resilience of 

the habitat. 

 

Vulnerability index of potential areas 

 

The potential areas of each district have been categorized based on the prevailing local 

anthropogenic and natural pressures on them. The anthropognic pressure, was assessed ( relatively 

ranked) in terms of illicit tree felling, grazing, fodder collection, and mining and pollution. Any 

potential area with three or more such factors has been categorized as most vulnerable against 

anthropogenic pressures. However, the potential areas with two and one of such factors have been 

categorized as moderately and least vulnerable, respectively. Similarly, three factors were taken to 

represent natural pressures proximity with sea, availability of biological / physical shelter and soil 

erosion due to tidal currents. The potential area having all of the three factors was categorized as 

most vulnerable. However, the potential areas with one and two of these factors were categorized as 

least and moderately vulnerable against natural pressures. It may mentioned that in South Gujarat, 

the vulnerability to natural pressures was found to be either least or most.

Among the seven districts, the anthropogenic pressures have been found to be the maximum 

in Bhavnagar followed by Navsari as 73% and 67% respectively, of the total potential areas of these 

districts fall under the category of most vulnerable. Contrary to it, none of the potential area of 

Anand district falls under the category of most vulnerable. Further 44% 36%, 25% and 17% 

potential areas of Ahmedabad, Surat, Bharuch, and Valsad respectively, fall under this category. 

Considering the natural pressure, it is  maximum in Bhavnagar followed by Bharuch and Navsari. 

Considering natural and anthropogenic pressures together, the potential areas of Bhavnagar, Navsari 

and Bharuch are most vulnerable.
